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Report on the one-day national-level online   awareness program on the National Digital Library of 

India (NDLI) resources and NDLI Club held in association, IIT, Kharagpur on 23rd July 2024 

Introduction: 

The Library Committee along with IQAC of SNG College, Chembur, successfully organized a one-day awareness 

program on the National Digital Library of India (NDLI) and NDLI Club on 23 rd July, 2024. With the aim of 

familiarizing the college community with the vast resources and opportunities offered by NDLI, the committee 

sought the expertise of NDLI, IIT Kharagpur.

Madam began the session by 

highlighting the importance of digital resources in contemporary education. Subsequently, the NDLI team (Mrs. 

Manali ) from IIT Kharagpur delivered an insightful presentation on the following:

• Collaboration with NDLI: Maintain a strong relationship with NDLI, IIT Kharagpur, to explore 

opportunities for further collaboration and suppor
